Every Sunday the baptized people gather
around this table. And now you are
called to come to that table, to taste and
see the goodness of the Lord.
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Jesus said to his disciples.
“Do this in remembrance of me.”

WE SHARE IN THE

When is my child ready to share in
Sacramental Communion?

Usually by the age of 7 a child can
distinguish between ordinary bread and
wine and the Eucharist. It is the parent’s
role, as primary faith educators of their
children, to discern whether their child is
ready at an earlier or later age to share in
Sacramental Communion.
