Nave Roof Replacement: As we continue to share the vision of the
Divine Mercy Project—St. Thomas More’s future daughter parish—we also
remain committed to the ongoing care of our current parish home. Recent
inspections have confirmed the need to replace the 27-year-old cedar shakes
on the roof of the church nave. Based on the recommendation of our Parish
Building Maintenance Lead, Peter Semchuk, and drawing on the successful
approach used at Our Lady of Perpetual Help, we will be replacing the
existing cedar shakes with a metal roof expected to last 50 years. The
installation of the new roof is scheduled to take place through August and
September.

This work is being funded through the parish’s Building and Maintenance
Reserve—an account carefully built up over time through regular Sunday
offerings, specifically to support major upkeep projects like this. Preventative
maintenance is also continuing on our flat roofs to help extend their lifespan
by another 5 to 10 years.

Sunday Gospel Reflection

The Keys of The Kingdom (Matthew 16:13-19)

Today we celebrate Peter and Paul, two pillars on which our religion
was built. Peter is associated with the community in Jerusalem and
Paul with the Gentile converts. Together they represent the
universality of the Church and the red vestments worn on this day
remind us of the price that was demanded of them.

Both Peter and Paul are examples of how God can take those who
are weak in faith and transform them into champions for the cause of
the Gospel. Once transformed, each of them threw himself
wholeheartedly into their mission. Their fate should not surprise us for
they were disciples of Jesus, who gave his last breath for the life of
the world.

Jesus is going to leave and take His rightful place on His throne in

heaven, but He is entrusting the keys to heaven (and the authority
over His kingdom) to Peter, opening the door of heaven and giving the
disciples direct access to the Father.

When Jesus says that He will build His Church on Peter, this is the
first time Jesus uses the word “church”. Peter will become our first
Pope and a line of succession will follow to our present Pope Leo XIV,
all who have been given the authority to continue Jesus’ work.

The gates of Hades will not prevail against it as Hades represents the
power of death and Jesus, by redeeming us, removed the power of
death so that we have no reason to fear anything in this life.

(?F MARRIPASE simple. Weddings outside the church often result in families outside the church. Catholics are obliged to be married in the
[ & presence of a priest, in the consecrated space of a church dedicated to the celebration of all sacraments. Being married by a
random person in a random place does not represent the kind of intention one would hope to have on one of the most
anticipated days of one’s life. Consider prayerfully the dignity of this sacrament of love at the service of the gospel, that, as
St. Paul says, is a symbol of the love of Christ for His bride, the Church. We welcome the opportunity to support you in your
journey towards the joyful celebration of your marriage!

FOR LATER MARRIAGES: For those married civilly or in a common-law arrangement, please consider completing the
Sacrament of Marriage by a process of Convalidation. A suitable later marriage preparation can be made available to you.
We are happy to accommodate you.
